ADSM ADMINISTRATION -- Duration: 3 Days: Fee £885 plus VAT

Course Overview

This course discusses the role of the ADSM administrator and provides "hands

on" practical sessions for installing and administering ADSM. It covers

installing ADSM using Windows NT systems as an example, as well as the main configuration options for the server. It also describes how to configure

schedules for automating backup and restore options as well as administrator

commands.

Participants Profile

This course is intended for students familiar with the concepts of ADSM

which can be provided on the STORM Introduction to ADSM course if required.

The practical sessions cover installing and setting up ADSM and provides

useful experience for the routine administration of an ADSM implementation.

The course also provides information required when studying for the ADSM

certification exam.

ADSM CERTIFICATION PREPARATION -- Duration: 1 Day: Fee £295 plus VAT

Course Overview

This course is intended for students familiar with the ADSM product who are

now looking for certification. It reviews the technical aspects and product

features of ADSM for students preparing to take the IBM Certification test

241 for ADSM V3.x solution development and implementation. It outlines the

criteria, subject matter and format of the exam.

The course reviews the objectives covered in the exam and includes informal

question and answer sessions for the important areas of the test. The course

emphasis is on learning and understanding concepts to pass the exam. It does

not provide practical hands on sessions and installation experience.

Participants Profile

Ideally the candidates should have a good working knowledge of ADSM

administration and have been involved with planning, installing or

consulting on at least one ADSM installation for Windows NT, AIX or other

platforms, or alternatively attended the STORM ADSM technical training

courses.

ADSM DISASTER RECOVERY WORKSHOP-- Duration: 2 Days: Fee £790 plus VAT

The workshop shows how manual procedures for disaster recovery can be made as well as how the DRM option for ADSM can automate the whole procedure to reduce the chances of human error.
